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Police Stop and Search

Tips and conditions for Stop and Searches

1. If you are ever stopped by an officer, be calm and patient. Talk to the officer as if
it's a conversation.

2. Officers are required to record everything, so avoid being abusive, rude or
aggressive. Likewise If an officer has treated you unfairly than you can file a
complain and ask to review the footage.

3. Ask why you have been stopped, and ensure they are checking for that item.

4. Ask the officer for a search record. Make a note of his/her shoulder number,
location and time of the search, in case you wish to provide feedback.

5. An officer will ask you, What you are to, Where you have been, Your name, Your
address and Your date of birth. You DO NOT have to give these if you don't want
to, unless the officer says they are reporting you for an offence.
